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· The speech needs to be 1-2 minutes long
· Write in first person (Use I and Me)
· Try to explain the important events of the person's life
· Add special details that others may not know

Outline:

1. Introduction/Hook
a. Begin with an interesting hook. Try to stay away from: “Hi, my name is…”  Insteady try a question, a quote, a fact!
b. Discuss why you’re famous!
2. Life
a. Discuss briefly when you were born, where you are from, the childhood you had, the education you received, and any other important details you think are relevant.
b. Discuss marriages, children, adult life.
3. Fame
a. How did you become famous? 
b. What are you known form?
c. What were some challenges and achievements you had along the way?
4. Impact
a. How has your work or life impacted history?
b. What are some things we can learn from your person?
5. Conclusion
a. End with a fantastic statement about your person!
